FAQs

What is Glamping?!

Glamping is still camping, albeit with a lot more creature comforts ( 

For starters you don’t have to put up your own tent!!  Our dome tents have either a queen bed or a queen and a single bed (depending on the size tent you book), and are large enough to stand up, move around in etc.   In the amenity block, we have hot running water and proper, flushing toilets!  There is power in the shared spaces, however no power in the tents.

It is still outdoors, there are insects and you may encounter some nocturnal wildlife, however it’s an experience that everyone needs to try …it’s been described by previous guests as “one of the most relaxing breaks” they’ve ever had.

What cooking facilities do you have? 

We have BBQ facilities for glampers, with sink / food prep area. 

In the kitchenette, glampers have a kettle, microwave and toaster and use of a fridge. 

Is there food available on site?

No, glampers supply their own food and beverage.  Meadowood is not within walking distance of any shops so it’s advisable to have picked up your supplies before arriving.  You can walk across to Zeffer Cider who have a taproom, bar and offer snack options. 

Is breakfast included?

We supply basic breakfast ingredients, some fruit, cereal and bread for toast, as well as tea and fresh ground coffee with cafetieres.  Certainly enough to get you out of bed!!!
Do we need to bring any linen? 

No, all linen and towels are provided. 

What’s the difference between the tents, why is one more expensive than the other?

The difference is purely down to size.  The larger tent is 6m in diameter and has a queen bed plus a single bed, so sleeps 2-3 persons max.  

The smaller tent is 5m in diameter and has a queen bed, sleeping 2 max. 

So you’re paying for an extra person, and/or more space and comfort. 

Otherwise, all amenities etc are the same. 

Are the facilities shared / what facilities are shared?

Obviously your tent is private!!!  Otherwise all facilities are shared: the BBQ zone, the amenity block, the chill zone and so on. 

There are ample grounds though and plenty of space for you to take a mat or beanbags to a more private part of the garden should you wish.

Will poor weather impact on our glamping experience?

Unfortunately the weather doesn't always play ball!  Like any camping experience, we would recommend bringing warm clothes. There is no power in the tents however we have plenty of bedding.  In the words of Billy Connolly, “there’s no such thing as bad weather, only inappropriate clothing” !!
There are his & hers outdoor bathtubs which are, of course, still operational in all weather, and unless it's pouring rain or really windy, OR if there is a fire ban on, we'll still light the campfire.

In addition, we can show movies in The Speakeasy Bar - we have a projector screen and range of classic movies, so it's a really cool way to pass a wet evening. 
Do you have bike hire?

Yes we have bike hire, costing $45/person/day.   This includes helmets, high-vis jackets, maps etc. 
What are the toilet facilities?

The amenity block is shared / unisex. 

We have two flushing toilets and one shower (in the trees!).

Is there power?

There are power points in the tents, and at the BBQ zone, kitchen and in the Speakeasy where you can charge your phone etc. 

Is there parking?

Yes, there is ample parking, shared by glampers and guests of Meadowood House. 

Do you supply ice?

No, we don’t supply ice.  We can give you chilly bins for your tent however you must supply your own ice.

What entertainment is available on site?
In The Speakeasy area we offer a range of board games, playing cards and dart board.  We have an oversize chess board and croquet on the lawn!  You’re also welcome to watch a movie in The Speakeasy.
Alternatively it’s all about chilling and relaxing, whether it’s kicking back with a book or friends and a chilled glass of Hawke’s Bay wine, or soaking in the bathtub under the stars.
